Parol Evidence/Statute of Frauds/Constructive Trust: Father conveyed property to daughter and son, retaining a life estate. Thereafter, father and son conveyed outright to daughter.  According to son, this transfer was made to accommodate financing for the father which could not be obtained otherwise. According to the daughter, the transfer was made to compensate daughter for taking care of the deceased mother, and the now ailing father. Son sued to impose a constructive trust on sale proceeds. Daughter moved to dismiss arguing parol evidence. The Supreme Court, Richmond  County, denied and the Second Dept sustained stating that the parol evidence rule is not a defense to a properly pled constructive trust claim.
