Partial Payment on Accelerated Debt/Limitations: Plaintiff sued to collect on a promissory note. Defendant moved to dismiss based on limitations and plaintiff argued that defendant's partial payment interrupted the limitations period. The Supreme Court, Nassau County, dismissed as time-barred and the Second Dept. sustained…"Contrary to the plaintiff's contention, the Supreme Court correctly determined that the mere acceptance of a partial payment of the accelerated debt by the previous holder of the subject note was not an affirmative act revoking the acceleration and thereby halting the running of the statute of limitations (see Lavin v Elmakiss, 302 AD2d 638)."
