Prejudgment Interest/Punitive Damages/Destruction of Easement: Supreme court awarded punitive damages to plaintiff for destruction of plaintiff's easement and assessed prejudgment interest on the punitives.  The appellate court reversed the award of prejudgment interest…"The plaintiff was not entitled to interest on the punitive damage award for any period prior to the date of the Supreme Court's decision (see Delulio v 320-57 Corp., 99 AD2d 253; Siegel, Practice Commentaries, McKinney's Cons Laws of NY, Book 7B, CPLR C5001:2). 'Punitive damages are intended only to impose punishment on a defendant. Interest on such damages prior to verdict or decision is unnecessary to assure full compensation to the injured party' (Delulio v 320-57 Corp., supra, quoting Legislative Studies and Reports, McKinney's Cons Laws of NY, Book 7B, CPLR 5001, p 527)."
