Probate/Deed/Fiduciary Powers: Administrator replaced executrix and sought to have a deed executed by the executrix set aside. The Supreme Court, Westchester County denied summary judgment to the administrator and the Second Dept. sustained… “SCPA 720 provides that although a fiduciary's powers ‘cease’ upon the revocation of his or her letters testamentary, the revocation ‘does not affect the validity of any act within the powers of the fiduciary’ performed by the fiduciary in ‘good faith’ before revocation of his or her letters testamentary.” Here, the deed was executed prior to the termination of the executrix’s authority and the case was sent back for a factual determination on the issue of good faith.
