Promissory Note/Default/Abandonment of Action:  Plaintiffs sued defendants for default on a note. Defendants defaulted and plaintiffs did not move for judgment until 9 years later. CPLR 3215[c] requires plaintiff to take judgment within one year after default. However, there is an exception for reasonable excuse. The Supreme Court, Westchester County granted judgment to plaintiffs and defendants appealed. The Second Dept. sustained. In this instance, there was evidence that the 9 year delay was occasioned by defendants’ numerous representations regarding forthcoming settlement funds and plaintiffs’ concomitant forbearance. Hence, the Courts determined that plaintiffs showed reasonable excuse for the delay. Iorizzo v Mattikow, 2006 NY Slip Op 00630, Appellate Division, Second Department, January 31, 2006 
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
