Promissory Note/Limitations/Extrinsic Acknowledgment of Debt: Plaintiff sought to recover on a promissory note and moved for summary judgment in lieu of complaint under CPLR 3213. The note was payable upon demand, the limitations period ran from the date of execution, and the action was brought more than 6 years after the date of the note. However, defendant acknowledged the debt in a student loan application and in documents filed during his divorce proceeding. Plaintiff obtained copies of these documents and the Supreme Court, Westchester County, agreed that defendant acknowledged the debt, thereby tolling the limitations period. The Court granted judgment for plaintiff and the Second Dept. reversed stating that an acknowledgment of debt must be made to the holder of the note…“it is undisputed that these documents were neither communicated to the plaintiff or to anyone on his behalf, nor intended to influence the plaintiff's conduct in any manner”.
