Religious Corporation Law §12(9)/Retroactive Approval of Conveyance: Church split into two factions. The “original” faction, who was the named owner of the property, approved a resolution and signed a deed conveying one half of the church cemetery to the new faction. The church did not obtain court approval pursuant to Religious Corporation Law §12(9) and the deed was executed by a trustee who was allegedly ousted from his capacity after the resolution but before the deed was executed. The original faction sought to set aside the deed and the Supreme Court, Orange County, granted summary judgment to the new faction, approving the sale nunc pro tunc. The Second Dept. reversed… “As the proponents of the deed, it was incumbent upon the plaintiffs to establish that the transfer of an interest in the cemetery for a nominal consideration was intended to promote the interests of the grantor by furthering a religious or charitable object generally (see Religious Corporation Law § 12[8]).” The Court determined that the conveyance was not made to advance religious or charitable purposes. The capacity issue was not addressed in the opinion.
