Res Judicata/Overburdened Easement/Nuisance/Changed Circumstances: Village owns beach easement and grants beach parking permits to village residents. Adjoining landowners brought suit against the town, alleging in part, that the town was overburdening the easement and creating a nuisance. The Supreme Court, Suffolk County, dismissed the causes because the same case was presented 18 years prior. The Second Dept. reversed stating that although the village properly pled res judicata, the plaintiffs responded with evidence that showed a change in circumstances (more vehicles at present than 18 years ago) rendering res judicata inapplicable.
