Residential Restriction/Office Building: Defendant owned an apartment building and sought to construct a medical office. The property however, is subject to a residential use restriction. Plaintiffs sought to enjoin the construction and the Supreme Court, Queens, County, granted. The Second Dept. sustained... “‘Restrictive covenants will be enforced when the intention of the parties is clear and the limitation is reasonable and not offensive to public policy’ (Chambers v Old Stone Hill Rd. Assoc., 1 NY3d 424, 431). Here, the restrictive covenant at issue provides that ‘[t]he property shall be used for private residence purposes only.’ This evidences a clear intent to preserve the residential character of Forest Hills  Gardens, which was a reasonable limitation (see Chambers v Old Stone Hill Rd.
