Restrictions Construed: Plaintiff sold a parcel to defendant for new construction. The deed contained a restriction requiring defendant to landscape the premises such that it would “adequately” hide the new house from neighbors to the east. Defendant erected a two story house and landscaped. Plaintiff brought suit to enforce the restriction because the landscaping was not adequate. The Supreme Court, Suffolk County, granted summary judgment to defendant and dismissed. The Second Dept. sustained, stating that the law favors the unencumbered use of property that that defendant’s proof showed that the landscaping was adequate.
