Restrictive Covenant Enforced: Defendant erected a fence on defendant's property. The property was subject to a restrictive covenant that allowed the fence subject to plaintiff's approval. Defendant attempted to obtain plaintiff's but to no avail. Plaintiff sued to remove the fence because of the violation of the covenant. The supreme court granted plaintiff summary judgment because the evidence showed that defendant erected the fence without obtaining approval. On appeal, the defendant's argument of reasonableness failed because the court limited its review to "whether the action was authorized and whether it was taken in good faith and in furtherance of the legitimate interests' of the corporation".
