Reverter, Covenants & Restrictions: Plaintiff gave a church property to be used for charitable purposes. The conveyance included covenants requiring the church to procure flood insurance, schedule events at the property, maintain the property, etc. The plaintiff brought suit and filed a motion seeking to enforce the C&Rs and further, to compel a conveyance from the church to another church…the grantee had failed to procure flood insurance and failed to maintain the property. The supreme court ruled against plaintiff's motion, however, the appellate court overturned and sent the issue back for a hearing to determine whether the church had maintained the property. The appellate court also pointed to the fact that the grantee failed to procur flood insurance.
