Right of First Refusal/Leased Premises: Tenant brought action to enjoin landlord from selling property. Tenant had a right of first refusal and landlord attempted to sell the leased premises as part of a larger parcel. The supreme court ruled against the plaintiff. On appeal, the court reversed stating that the landlord could not invoke the right of first refusal where the subject premises were part of a large parcel being sold. "A landlord may not attempt to defeat a tenant's right to purchase leased premises under a right of first refusal by offering it for sale only as part of a larger parcel (see Saab Enters. v Wladislaw Wunderbar, 160 AD2d 931). Contrary to the defendant's contention, absent an offer to sell just the leased portion of the premises, the plaintiff, its tenant, was under no obligation to exercise its right of first refusal and accordingly cannot be said to have waived that right."
