Sales Contract/Specific Performance: Plaintiff-buyer sued defendant-seller for specific performance on a sales contract. Seller moved the supreme court to dismiss the case arguing that the contract was not enforceable. The supreme court denied but the appellate court reversed. Seller had produced summary judgment evidence but buyer failed to produce any evidence that it was willing, able and ready…plaintiff did not have evidence of available funds and plaintiff, anticipating a breach by the seller, failed to show for the closing.  Therefore, plaintiff was not willing, able or ready to perform its part of the contract at the appointed time. Madison Equities, LLC v MZ Mgt.
