Site Plan Approval/Zone of Interest/Competition/Standing: Town zoning board of appeals approved respondent's site plan and height variance for hotel. Owner of adjacent hotel filed to set aside the approval. The supreme court granted summary judgment to the respondent based upon petitioner's lack of standing. The appellate court reversed stating first, that the petitioner had standing because of the "proximity" allegations in the petition, and second, that incidental economic interest is not a basis for disqualifying petitioner…"In response to the prima facie demonstration of standing in the amended petition, the respondents contended that the petitioner's motives were to avoid business competition and the petitioner's contentions with respect to traffic and environmental concerns were without merit. However, the presence of an economic motive will not defeat standing if the adjacent property owner also has alleged concerns which are within the zone of interest to be protected (see Matter of Duke & Benedict v Town of Southeast, 253 AD2d 877, 878).
