Site Plan Approval/Zoning Law Amended to Include Use:  Town board adopted Local Law #3 that amended a town zoning law to include a "travel center" as a permitted use. The planning board then approved site plans for a travel center. Petitioner brought this CPLR Article 78 proceeding to declare the zoning amendment invalid and set aside the planning board's approval of the site plans. The supreme court denied the petition and dismissed the case. The appellate court sustained stating that the petitioner "challenged only" the procedural aspects of the Local Law and that the supreme court properly dismissed based upon the applicable four month limitations period set forth in CPLR 217.
