Specific Performance for Sale of Property Upheld: Plaintiff and defendant entered into a contract for the sale of property. The closing date was to occur on or before Sept. 10, 2001. This did not happen. Defendant terminated the contract and plaintiff sued to compel conveyance. The appellate court upheld the lower decision granting plaintiff summary judgment for specific performance, confirming the findings that the defendant failed to comply with contractual notice provisions regarding the termination. Furthermore, the contract did not make time of the essence, therefore plaintiff was entitled to reasonable adjournment of the closing date.
