Supervisor of Home Construction Not Subject to Licensing: Plaintiff hired defendant to "supervise" subcontractors for the construction of plaintiff's home. Plaintiff sued for breach of contract alleging that defendant failed to perform and that defendant attempted to collect for services not rendered. Defendant countered that plaintiff failed to pay. Plaintiff moved for summary judgment arguing that defendant was not a licensed contractor and therefore, could not collect. The defendant argued that, as they were only supervising subcontractors, they were not performing the actual work and were not required to be licensed. The Supreme Court, Westchester County, denied plaintiff's motion. The Second Dept. sustained stating that plaintiff failed to establish that defendant was in the home improvement business as defined by the city's administrative code.
