Tenancy by Entireties vs. Purchaser at Judicial Sale:  Plaintiff acquired defendant's interest in property at a judicial sale. Thereafter, the plaintiff sued for partition. The supreme court granted the plaintiff summary judgment. This decision was overturned and judgment was granted for the defendant because defendant proved that he and his wife took title to the property together.
