UCC/Corporate Check/Personal Liability: Defendant signed corporate checks but did not indicate his capacity. Plaintiff sued for breach of contract and moved for summary judgment against defendant individually. The Supreme Court, Queens County granted and the Second Dept. sustained…“Uniform Commercial Code § 3-403(2)(b) provides that: ‘[a]n authorized representative who signs his own name to an instrument except as otherwise established between the immediate parties, is personally obligated if the instrument names the person represented but does not show that the representative signed in a representative capacity, or if the instrument does not name the person represented but does show that the representative signed in a representative capacity." The defendant was personally liable for the check since he failed to indicate that he was acting only as a representative in signing a corporate check.
