Unrecorded Easement/Trespass/Demolition of Improvements: Plaintiff purchased property and built a two-family dwelling. Prior to the purchase, adjacent owner-defendant had obtained a sewer easement from the plaintiff’s predecessor and constructed a sewer line. The easement was not recorded and seller did not disclose the easement to plaintiff. Plaintiff discovered and re-routed the sewer line during construction of the dwelling. Thereafter, plaintiff brought suit to enjoin the defendant’s use of the sewer line. Defendant moved to have the easement restored to its original placement and the Supreme Court, Queens County granted summary judgment enforcing the easement, requiring the demolition of the new dwelling and granting damages to defendant. The Second Dept. sustained the award of damages and continued use but denied those aspects that required the destruction of the dwelling and restoration of the sewer line to its original location.
