Vacated Conveyance/Incapacity/Turnover Proceeding: Two elderly sisters conveyed property to neighbor, X, for no consideration. One sister had a disabled child and this transaction left the child “without provision” upon such time as the mother and aunt die. A guardianship proceeding was brought and the Supreme Court, Kings County, determined that the sisters were not competent and vacated the conveyance. X appealed because the proceeding was not structured to set aside a conveyance. The Second Dept. agreed and reversed the order.
