Variance Denied: Petitioner applied for variances to build near a school. The town zoning board of appeals denied the variances and petitioner then filed suit under CPLR Article 78. The supreme court overturned the board's decision and the board appealed. The appellate court reminded the parties that zoning boards have broad discretion and that decisions should not be set aside unless the board succumbed to community pressure, the decision was illegal, arbitrary, or was an abuse of discretion. In this case, the board measured the benefit to the petitioner against the detriment to the school and found against the petitioner. Matter of American Legion Post #112 v. Zoning Bd.
