Water Damage Characterized as Faulty Workmanship: Plaintiff sued insurer for damages caused by water. The policy covered damage from continuous or repeated exposure not anticipated by the insured. However, the appellate court upheld the lower ruling that the damage occurred because of improperly installed beams, flashing and waterproofing and was therefore, not an occurrence as defined in the policy.
