Will/Testator’s Intent/Sympathetic Reading: Residuary clause created a trust with  income to wife for life and remainder to charities. However, the will also instructed the wife to give a farm to petitioner. The Surrogate’s Court, Richmond County, ordered the property transferred to petitioner and the AG appealed. The Second Dept. sustained, stating that the will should be read in its entirety to give effect to the testator’s intent. “The testator's intent ‘must be gleaned not from a single word or phrase but from a sympathetic reading of the will as an entirety and in view of all the facts and circumstances under which the provisions of the will were framed’”.
