ZBA/Lot Line Adjustment: Petitioner owns an improved lot and an adjacent unimproved lot. The unimproved lot needed 900 sq. feet to be buildable and petitioner sought a de minimis adjustment of the lot line between the two parcels, or alternatively, an area variance. Zoning code requires, for subdivision approval, that all lots be square. Zoning Board of Appeals denied both requests because of the “square” requirement. The Supreme Court, Westchester County, annulled the ZBA decision and instructed the ZBA to issue both the variance and the lot line change. The Second Dept. sustained the lot line change…“Here, the effective square requirement is not applicable to the de minimis lot-line adjustment requested by the petitioners. At issue in the petitioners’ application is a minor adjustment of a boundary line between two existing lots, and not the creation of two new lots through the subdivision process (cf. Matter of Angiolillo v Town of Greenburgh, 290 AD2d 1, 7-9).”.  However, the Court reversed the courts decision on the variance because the new lot line increased the sq. footage such that a variance was not necessary.
