Zoning/Variance/Evidence: Zoning board of appeals denied petitioner's request for an area variance. Petitioner appealed to the Supreme Court, Nassau County and the Court annulled the ZBA decision and ordered the issuance of the variance. The Second Dept. sustained, stating that expert testimony is not required in each instance and that the ZBA yielded to community pressure…"Here, the record reveals that the Board improperly relied upon community pressure in making its determination. The complaints of two neighbors, as well as the Board's findings, were uncorroborated by any empirical data or expert testimony, and therefore were insufficient to counter the expert testimony presented by the petitioners. Thus, the Board's determination is not supported by substantial evidence."
